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Leafy communal gardens and rows of honey-brick and 
stucco townhouses set the scene at this quiet Holland 

Park address. Moments from the cafés and independent 
shops of Clarendon Cross, a quietly residential feel 

characterises the setting, where village flow unfolds into 
city convenience.

Inside, interiors by Tasha Freeman rework the apartment 
with a design-forward sensibility. From the hallway, 
tall bespoke glazed doors open into the living space, 

instantly offering views out across the leafy communal 
gardens, to which the home enjoys access. Original sash 
windows and a restored fireplace ground the room, while 
light wood floors and soft neutrals create calm. Arranged 
as an open-plan setting, the space flows easily between 

lounge, kitchen and dining nook.

Running along one wall, the kitchen combines shaker 
cabinetry in Farrow & Ball’s Railings with marble 

worktops and a shimmering white zellige splashback. 
An antique bronze tap and open shelving lend character, 
while Siemens and Bosch appliances – including a wine 
fridge, dishwasher and undercounter fridge-freezer – are 

seamlessly integrated.















Quietly positioned to the rear, the bedroom is 
hushed and uncluttered, with shutters that offer 
flexibility to filter the light. Bespoke tongue-and-
groove wardrobes span one wall, maximising 
storage. From here, a staircase descends to an 
unexpectedly generous bathroom. Handmade 

Popham floor tiles sit atop underfloor heating, while 
Farrow & Ball’s Slipper Satin softens the walls. A 
freestanding bathtub takes centre stage, set neatly 

beside a separate rainfall shower.
